• Students	Section:	There	will	be	a	sign	up	for	student	attendance.		They	sign	up	will	

start	with	seniors	and	move	down	the	grade	levels	to	freshman.	Once	50	students	
have	signed	up,	the	sign	up	is	closed.			

o Student	section	location:	Students	will	be	located	on	the	high	jump	pit	
portion	of	the	track	north	of	the	football	field.		Please	bring	a	chair.		
Students	will	be	social	distanced	6	feet	away.
